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World Safety Day -  Be an Attentive Driver!  

 

World Safety Day is on April 28 which it is a worldwide initiative by United Nations.   This yearõs World Safety Day 

theme is òDrive Safely at Work & Home . 

 

òVehicle accidents resulting in injuries and even fatalities happen all over the world.  These incidents include personal 

automobiles, commercial transportation and even industrial vehicles, such as fork trucksó. 

 

òEvery day this week, weõll be sharing road and vehicle safety facts to boost awareness of the impact of certain driving 

behaviours - on the job and on the roadó. 

 

òOn Canadian roads each year, about 2,700 people are killed and more than 197,000 are injured according to Transport 

Canada.  On average, seven Canadians die in road crashes every dayó. 

 

òFirst, letõs look at distracted driving, a major road safety concern in Canada today. 

 

Did You Know? 

 

Research on distracted driving reveals some surprising facts:  

¶ In Canada, 80 per cent of collisions are caused by distracted driving (Allstate Canada)  

¶ Studies show that a driver using a cell phone is four times more likely to be in a crash than a driver that is focused on 

the road. (Canada Safety Council)  

¶ Text messaging takes the driverõs eyes away from the road for 4.6 seconds over a six-second interval.  This is like 

driving the length of a football field without looking at the road while travelling 90 km/h. (Canada Safety Council)  

 

Be an attentive driver: Keep your hands on the wheel and your eyes and mind on the road!  

 

This is very important messages to all of us; for those who use cell phone or smart phone to text while driving.   It is a la w  

 

As you already know that Ontario has set up a new law prohibiting cell phone use (chatting, dialling, texting or emailing on 

hand-held devices (cell phone, BlackBerry, iPhone, etc) while driving that started on February 1, 2011. this law also applied 

to other devices such as portable video games (PSP, Nintendo DS),  media player (iPod); viewing screens on laptops or DVD 

players.  

 

If police caught you using those devices while driving, you will get fine total of $155 ($125 fine plus $25 victim fine sur-

charge and $5 court cost = $155).  Drivers who receive a summons or who contest their tickets by going to court may 

face a fine of up to $500.00.  There is no demerit point with the ticket.  The police will not confiscating hand -held de-

vices. 
 

Only thing the law permit us to use a hand -held devices if the driver use an earpiece, headset or Bluetooth device only if 

the device is placed secured in vehicleõs cup holder, or in a holster fastened to the dashboard.  Never let the devices sit 

on the passenger seat.  GPS (global positioning system) must be mounted on the dash board.  Portable media players such 

as MP3, iPod can be plugged into vehicleõs sound system.   

 

If you need to use your hand -held device, please pull off the road and park properly.   You can use to call 9 -1-1 during 

emergency. For example, it could be secured in a cell phone holster, placed in the vehicle's cup holder, or fastened to the 

dashboard. It should not be sitting unsecured on the passenger seat.  

 

Emergency services workers, including police, paramedics and firefighters will be exempt from the hand -held ban and 

drivers will be allowed to use their hand -held phones to call 911.  

 

Quebec, Nova Scotia, Newfoundland and Labrador already have distracted driving legislation.

Deaf Childrenôs Festival 
 

Robarts School for the Deaf hosted DEAF CHILDRENôS FESTIVAL (DCF) on May 25 and 26, 2011.   

Here is an excerpt from London Free Press on Thursday May 27, 2011.  

 

Deaf festival bridges silence  
Robarts school welcomes all  

By MASHOKA MAIMONA, THE LONDON FREE PRESS 

 
The scene was typical of a kindergarten classroom: five children sitting in a circle, passing around a toy watermelon in a 
creative round of an interpretation game. 

Someone hummed into the fruit, making it a harmonica. Another put it on her head, transforming it into an eccentric hat.  

This was more than a game of interpretation. The children, pupils at Robarts School for the Deaf in London, were commu-
nicating without spoken language. 

Volunteer interpreters described what the pupils were trying to inventively convey.  

The school welcomed students across Ontario through its doors Thursday to celebrate a festival honouring deaf culture 
and American Sign Language (ASL). 

ñWeôve opened up our school to mainstream students this year to raise awareness about deaf culture, but also help our 
students build their network,ò said Darren Holst, educational co-ordinator, through an interpreter. 

The deaf childrenôs festival had the highest turnout in its nine-year run. 

Exotic animals and a petting zoo, international performers and artists, a book signing, inflatables ð school administrators 
and organizers offered it all for the day. 

ñThis yearôs theme is óHands Around the World.ô We wanted an international perspective to both celebrate American Sign 
Language and explore different languages and cultures,ò Holst said. 

Estonian Sign Language, Israeli Sign Language and South African Sign Language were explored, along with tasty treats 
from across the world available at concession booths. 

The schoolôs 40 students two years ago began preparing for the festival, which alternates between Ontarioôs three deaf 
schools, said principal Arnold Potma.  

Fundraising was the first step to securing performers such as Vancouver storyteller John Warren, author Alexis Domney, 
and Toronto-based artist Peter Owusu ð all, deaf people who communicated with the students through ASL. 

ñWe raised over $20,000, thanks to the tremendous help from the deaf community in London, the southwestern Ontario 
chapter of the Lions Club, the Royal View Deaf Church, among others,ò Potma said through interpreter Paulette Baum. 

Elementary pupils from London, Sarnia, Windsor and as far as Belleville visited the schoolôs flag-strewn halls to experience 
communication through ASL. 

Volunteer interpreters were there to help, but pupils broke down walls and connected on their own, Potma said. 

ñIt is the first time many students here are being exposed to sign language. And our students and visiting students from 
mainstream programs are communicating and learning from each other while they build spice racks together or wait in line 
to ride a pony,ò he said. 

Deaf culture is Canadian culture, stressed Susan Dadalt of the Toronto Association for the Deaf.  

ñThis festival has brought together not only the deaf community, but also the Canadian community. Hands Around the 
World is a great vision that is being met here today,ò Dadalt said.
